“WHAT DO | DO IF | FIND AN INJURED OR LOST ANIMAL"?

Y ou can imagine the scenario - you are driving home on a cold winter’ s evening and see a poor dejected bundle at the
side of theroad. Upon inspection, it revealsitself to be an injured deer. What do you do? Then there's the hedgehog
that has a nasty injury from your garden strimmer, the clutch of baby sparrows who have been orphaned by your
neighbour’s cat, and the family of foxes who are suffering from mange. Not to mention that domestic rabbit that you
found down the street, the family of kittens looking for a good home and the old dog what needs a new owner.

Firstly, if there’sapotential hazard to humans or if you suspect something illegal, phone the police. For example, and
injured deer on the road could cause an accident, so the police should be derted. Secondly, there are numerous animal
charities and rescue centres that you can contact for advice and guidance. Some may suggest you bring an injured
animal to them, providing it is easily transportable. Otherswill offer advice over the telephone that will allow you to
treat the animal yourself beforereleasing it into thewild. Others specidise in finding homes for unwanted pets.

Sometimes the experts may advise you to leave a wild anima where you found it - for instance, baby birds are often
“rescued” during their first few days out of the nest, even though they are following nature’ s course and not in need of
any assistance. On other occasions, a charity representative may be willing to come to the animal - but of course this
may not always be immediate.

Meanwhile, you will want to do the very best for the animal concerned. If it's obviously alost pet; the RSPCA, police
or local vet may be ableto help. Many animals carry amicrochip under the skin, giving details of the owner - in which
case avet can usualy scan the animal in order to read the details. Theloca council Dog Warden is also agood contact.
